Margaret (Watson) Reynolds

Margaret Elizabeth Watson Reynolds passed away February 07, 2008, with her family by her side at the Pope County
Care Center in Golconda, IL. She was born on February 10, 1914 to W.S. Watson and Estelle Tanner Watson in Gol-
conda, IL.

A crowning event for all her ac-
tivities was her appointment by Governor Edgar to the Lincoln Academy Board of Trustees where she served for several

years.
