Relationship of Republican Organization 

Local—State—National to IFRW 

Lois Frels, Ph.D. 

This is the first in a series of informational articles written for 

out IFRW membership to help clarify IFRW’s relationship to 

other Republican organizations. 

Almost daily I receive communication from a variety of Re-

publican individuals or organizations asking me to complete 

a questionnaire, to contribute, to join or become a sustaining 

members.  Some of these Republican organizations are un-

known to me and, I assume, are unknown to some of our 

members.  For those that have been members for some time 

they are well acquainted with the organizations, but for some 

of those who are new members or are from new clubs, all 

the different Republican organizations can be confusing.  

Since space does not allow to cover all organizations in one 

newsletter, this will be covered in a series of articles in our 

newsletter. 

There is a direct relationship of the Illinois Federation of Re-

publican Women (IFRW) to the National Federation of Repub-

lican Women (NFRW).  The bylaws of the IFRW emulate 

those of the NFRW and are sent to the NFRW, for review, 

once approved by the state organization. 

The NFRW is an autonomous organization, autonomous from 

the Republican National Committee or any other National 

Republican Organization but all national organizations are 

supportive of each other. 

The Illinois Federation of Republican Women is an autono-

mous Republican organization and is not under the umbrella 

of the Illinois State Central Committee but the two organiza-

tions are supportive of each other.  However, the President, 

or her designee, of the IFRW is an affiliate member of the 

Illinois Republican Central Committee.  She attends their 

state meetings, gives a report of the IFRW activities, she has 

no vote on the Central Committee and does not attend any 

of their executive sessions.  Likewise, all local Republican 

women organizations are autonomous organizations and are 

not under the umbrella of the County Republican Central 

Committees.  Most important is that the two local organiza-

tions do work together.  It is advisable that the President, or 

her designee, is invited to all County central Committee 

meetings and the two organizations are supportive of each 

other. 

Perhaps an organizational chart will help demonstrate the 

relationship.
